Speaking Discuss, agree, disagree, agree to disagree, language of approximation, comparing 
and contrasting, giving opinions and problem solving. 

Grammar Review of all previously learned grammar and extend with substitution/ellipsis, adding 
emphasis with inversion. 

Vocabulary Topics Science and medicine, competitive sports, leisure activities, business, idiomatic 
language.
